INTRODUCTION
Scope

Lanmor Consulting Ltd has been appointed to prepare a Travel Plan for the site
at 16-18 Oatlands Drive, Weybridge, Surrey, KT13 9JL in support of a planning

application for the proposed redevelopment of the existing residential site.

A Travel Plan (TP) is an overview of measures that reduce the reliance upon using
single occupancy car journeys and encourage the use of alternative methods of

travel.

The plan will reflect on the current transport infrastructure which is most
relevant to the site and produce a plan for the site by recommended methods
designed to suit the specific area. In addition to this, general principles are set for
the preparation of surveys to update the detailed Travel Plan for the

development of 32 new residential units.

Site Location

The land used in the area surrounding the site is a mix of residential and
commercial uses, most of the area is heavily developed with residential
properties with commercial units located to the north-eastern side of New

Zealand Avenue.

The site is currently developed with residential 2 properties on site and has a total
area of hectares, it is located close to Walton-on Thames Town Centre, which is

just northeast of the site.

Figure 1.1 below shows the location of the site
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1.3 Proposed Development

13.1 The proposed development will seek to demolish the existing 2 residential
dwellings to make way for two blocks of apartments, the Front Block fronting
onto Oatlands Drive (15 apartments), and the Rear Block (19 apartments). The
development will consist of 3 one-bedroom units, 24 two-bedroom units and 6
three-bedroom units. There will be 32 parking spaces provided as well as cycle
stores located in each block. The proposed site plans are included within
Appendix A as Drawing MA212/250-255.

1.4 Travel Plan Overview

A Travel Plan should establish a structured strategy with clear objectives and
targets, supported by suitable measures for implementation. This can be defined
as a long-term management strategy for delivering sustainable transport

objectives which is reviewed regularly.

A Travel Plan involves identifying measures aimed at promoting sustainable
travel, with an emphasis on reducing reliance on ‘single occupancy car journeys’.
Whilst the location of the site and its proximity to facilities and services create
the conditions to make sustainable travel choices a practical option;
communicating these opportunities to the users is critical to the success of the

travel plan.

Benefit of Travel Plans

A Travel Plan if implemented can offer residents not only health benefits but also

financial saving, they can include:

" Energy savings — through reduced fossil fuel use;

" Improved air quality — through reduction in traffic;

. Improved travel options; and

" Provide opportunity for healthier lifestyles — through increased walking
and cycling.

The Travel Plan can also provide wider benefits for the community although not
as tangible, these depending on the characteristics of the development can

include:

. Improved quality of life - through time savings achieved as a result of less
congestion and reduced stress;

. Improved air quality; and

" More vibrant communities to live in — through greater interaction via
Bicycle Users Groups (BUG's), car sharing activities, walking initiatives etc.

ACCESSIBILITY AND EXISITING CONDITIONS
Introduction

This section will summarise the baseline conditions for all current modes of
transport available to site users including the current operating frequencies for

all public transport services accessible from the site.

Travel by foot

Walking offers the greatest potential to replace short car trips, particularly under
two kilometres. Furthermore, walking not only helps reduce congestion and

pollution, but it can also improve our health, wellbeing and reduce obesity.

Pedestrian access to and from the site can be achieved from Oatlands Drive. The
footpaths in the area are very well maintained and lit, there is a signalised
pedestrian crossing at the end of Oatlands Drive and between the junction at

Bridge Street directly northeast.

Provided below, is a table highlighting the local facilities in the area and their

distance from the site.

It is recognised that walking offers the greatest potential to replace short car
trips, particularly those under 2km. Drawing 221489/TS/01 in Appendix B shows

the walking isochrones for different walking times.

There is a substantial network of footways within the vicinity of the application
site. These run alongside all the major and minor routes with controlled crossing

facilities at the major junctions allowing safe and convenient access to site.

The footpaths in the area are very well maintained and lit, there is a pedestrian
crossing on Oatlands Drive directly northeast of the site in between the junction

at Bridge Street.

Travelling by Cycling

Cycling also has the potential to substitute for short car trips particularly for those
journeys of less than 5km, or when it forms part of a longer journey by public
transport etc. Walton-on-Thames train station can be accessed by an 7-minuite
cycle journey from the site. Drawing 221489/TS/02 in Appendix B shows the

destinations that can be reached within different cycle times.

There are several identified cycle routes within the vicinity of the site, those on
main roads, quieter roads etc. The closest identified cycle route is located along
Oatlands Drive, this consists of a carriageway cycle lane designated for cyclists
only. A traffic-free route on the National Cycle Network known as Route 4 is
located a short distance from the site with traffic free cycle paths available in the
area. A walking and cycling map have been provided by Surrey County Council
and outlines the available routes within the vicinity of the site, this has been

included in Appendix B.
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2.4 Travel by Bus
24.1 The nearest bus stops to the site are located to the south along Oatlands Drive.
However more bus stops and services are available on Hepworth Way, to the
northeast which is no more than a 485m (7 minute) walk from the site, and on
Church Street which is an 790m (11 minute) walk from the site. The bus stops on
Hepworth Way are well lit, offering sheltering and information on bus routes and
frequencies. The bus services available via Ashley Close and Hepworth Way and
Church Street are tabulated below.

The nearest bus stops to the site are located to the south along Oatlands Drive.
There is only one route 461 served from the local bus stops that has a frequency
of two buses every hour. However further routes are available from stops on
Hepworth Way (485m) and Church Street (790m) which are well lit, offering
sheltering and information on bus routes and the frequency of service to a wide
range of destinations such as railway stations, hospitals, schools and other
facilities. A bus route map has been provided within Appendix A and shows the

available bus routes within proximity of the development site.

Network Rail

The nearest station to the site is Walton-on-Thames, located 2.5km to the
southeast of the site. Walton-on-Thames Station is operated by South Western
Railway and offers convenient travel to many destinations in London and South

England.

Services from Walton-on-Thames are split into rush hour (Monday - Friday, early

mornings and evenings), off peak (Monday - Friday, Saturday) and Sunday.

Waterloo.

" 2tph to Woking, two extending to Guildford one extending to Portsmouth

Site Location Summary

The proposed development has reasonable access to public transport and
provides residents and visitors to the site with a choice of sustainable modes of
travel. Bus and train services are located within walking or cycling distance of the
proposed development. Its proximity to local facilities provides the opportunity
for future residents of the proposed development to use alternative modes of

travel to reduce the reliance on private cars.

OBJECTIVES AND AIMS
The aim of the travel plan

The principal aim of the Travel Plan is to reduce the number of motorised
journeys, particularly by single occupancy car use and create opportunities for
residents to use sustainable modes of travel. The plan is structured to achieve a

series of objectives, given below.

Obijectives

There are several benefits that the implementation of the Travel Plan can bring.
Objectives are the high-level aims of the plan and the specific objectives of this

plan are to:

] Raise awareness and increase the attractiveness of alternative modes of
transport available to and from site for residents;

" Generate fewer single occupancy car trips by encouraging modal shift to
more sustainable modes of travel;

" Minimise the environmental impact by reducing the need for unnecessary
journeys;

. Influence travel behaviour of residents;

] Promote active travel to improve the health of residents and visitors;

" Accommodate for car journeys where there is no alternative.

Targets

Identifying modes of travel and destinations in advance of the occupation of the
site is not possible. This plan therefore sets out initial targets for the development
based on available modal data. Targets are goals by which progress will be

assessed.

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3.3.2 The key actions are set out below:

i) Appoint a Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator (TPC) three months before
the first residential unit to be occupied and to remain in post for the 5-

year duration of this Travel Plan;

ii) Provide Travel Pack, detailing the measures set out in this document to

residents on occupation of their unit;

iii) Provide a sustainable transport noticeboard to be located in a prominent
location, reception area etc. The noticeboard will be periodically updated

so that it details up-to-date information;

iv) Undertake initial survey after 75% of full occupation is met or after 12
months of first occupation, whichever is sooner. Each monitoring survey
will occur within one month of the anniversary of the first survey (as

detailed in the monitoring section);

3.3.3 As well as key actions the plan also sets the long term aims for the development,
the transport statement for the development estimated the number of persons
trips by mode of travel that the proposed dwellings might generate. Table 3.1

below sets out the level of trips assumed as part of the transport statement.

4.1.1 In order to support the Travel Plan Co-ordinator (TPC) will be appointed to
manage the plan and monitor measures to ensure they are current and fulfil the
needs of the development.

will:

. Promote and encourage the use of travel modes other than the car;

Proposed Measures

To optimise the opportunities to shift the modal split to more sustainable travel
modes there are several hard measures that can be implemented, softer
measures to promote alternative modes of travel can also be used to encourage

healthier ways to travel.

Hard measures such as provision of secure cycle storage will be in place prior to
the first occupation. Softer measures to promote sustainable modes of travel can
be categorised as follows:

Hard Measures

The following hard measures will be in place before first occupation of the

development:

" Ensure cycle storage is in place prior to occupation;

" Erect notice board in reception areas prior to compaction;

" Install electric charging points in car park; and

" Provide safe network of footways to cycle store, car park etc.
Soft Measures to Promote Alternatives

The site will provide the following facilities to encourage the use of cycling and

walking to and from the site.

" Provide travel packs for residents on first occupation;
" Encourage bicycle user group:
" Provide information on safe walking routes as well as local street maps

highlighting direct routes to public transport and cycle routes;

" Provision of up- to -date public transport timetables and bus company
contact information to all residents; and

. Free membership to car club for all residents for first 2 years.

Personal Travel Planning

Personal Travel Planning is a set of measures aimed at individuals to make them
aware of their travel patterns. The TPC will offer advice where residents can get
information on different modes of travel behaviour and to consider how this

could be undertaken in a more sustainable way.

" The provision of information on how to travel sustainably (for example,
local bus network maps. Travel guide, walking and cycling routes) links to
websites promoting alternative modes of travel;

Marketing and Communication

The marketing and communication of alternative modes of travel is an important
part of this travel plan to ensure it is communicated adequately, details of
initiatives, public transport information and promotional advertising detailing

local events will be issued on an on-going basis as they become available.

New residents will receive a promotional travel pack with details of nearby bus
routes, cycle routes, car club locations and suggested safe walking / cycle routes.
These promotional packs will be updated regularly to ensure that all residents
are made aware of the Travel Plan, the benefits of sustainable travel and how to
access alternative travel modes to the private car, the following will be

undertaken:

" The TPC will liaise with residents to discuss transport related issues, ideas
and initiatives;

" The TPC will also liaise with other parties including stakeholders and Local
Authorities etc;

" Provide links to journey planning website, such as TfL to allow residents to
plan for their proposed journeys.

All residents will also be entitled to free membership of the local car club for the
first 2 years following occupation, this will be a provided alternative to owning a

car but still maintaining the benefit of being able to use it when needed.

MONITORING AND REVIEW PROCESS
Review

One of the Travel Plans objectives is periodic review of the plan to ensure that
there is an on-going improvement. The whole Travel Plan will be reviewed on an
annual basis and modified where appropriate in consultation with the Council.
Monitoring of the Travel Plan will be undertaken one month before the agreed

review date to provide a comparison with the previous modes of travel.

The intention is that the plan will be a working document that will be reviewed
and updated regularly. Formal reviews will be undertaken with representatives
of the council on the first, third and fifth anniversary of the implementation of
the plan and in agreement the targets will be reviewed and adjusted to suit
conditions on site. Implementation of the plan being 75% occupancy or 12

months from first occupancy which is the soonest.

Monitoring

As part of the ongoing management of the Travel plan, the Travel Plan

Coordinator should monitor, for example;

" The level of cycle storage usage

" Level of car parking occupied and monitor abuse of the parking by non-
residents or inconsiderate parking

" The demand for additional cycle parking facilities

] Comments received from residents

Formal reviews will be completed on the first, third and firth anniversary, the
surveys will collect data on the modal split of residents arriving and leaving the

site.

All monitoring surveys will be reviewed by the TPC against proposed targets, if
the reviews indicate the development is not meeting the targets then the
remedial measures will be considered on how to promote the benefits of the

travel plan.

ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES
Developer

Until such time as the responsibility for managing the development is passed to
a management company, the developer will have the overall responsibility for
the delivery of this travel plan. It is the developer’s responsibility to implement

Management Company

As mentioned above, if a management company is appointed, they will ultimately
be responsible for the implementation of this travel plan, the management
company will be updated on the aims and targets by the Travel Plan Coordinator

for the duration of the plan.

The Travel Plan Coordinator (TPC)

The Travel Plan Coordinator (TPC) will be appointed by the
developer/management company prior to the first occupation and maintained in
post for the duration of the plan. All details will be provided to ElImbridge Borough

Council within 1 month of appointment to ensure clear communication.

The TPC will be responsible for ensuring that all measures stated within the travel
plan have or are being implemented within the development. It is also the
responsibility of the TPC to carry out monitoring surveys etc. All results will be

submitted to EImbridge Borough Council.

Travel Plan Management Group

A management group will be set up to oversee the travel plan. It is likely to
comprise of the Travel Plan Coordinator, residents of the developments, the

management company and other interested parties.

There are many ways in which this travel plan can be delivered to a high standard,
one of which is working in partnership with other stakeholders, the TPC’s role will
be to maintain a strong working relationship for the benefit of all parties,

A guide to courteous cycling

® Be courteous and patient with pedestrians and other path users who are
moving more slowly than you.

® Give way to people walking and using wheelchairs, passing them carefully,

especially when approaching from behind.
¢ Stay observant at junctions and driveway exits.
® Keep to your side of the dividing studs.

What do the signs mean on cycle paths?

Un-segregated use

Where you see the ‘un-segregated use’ sign then people walking and cycling share the entire

width of the path.
Segregated use

Where you see the ‘segregated use’ sign there will be metal studs or a white line indicating which side is
for cycling and which side is for walking - people walking are also allowed to walk on the cycling side.

No Cycling

You can'’t cycle where you see this sign. For example, if you are on the Terrace Road cycle path these
signs tell you that you can’t cycle on the pavements down the side roads.

® Carry a bell and use it or give an audible greeting but avoid surprising people. Also, remember that some people

are hard of hearing, visually impaired or may be wearing headphones.
® Cycle paths are for sharing, not speeding.

If you cycle dangerously or carelessly on a cycle path, or a road, then you may be committing an offence under

sections 28 and 29 of the Road Traffic Act 1988.

Frequently asked questions

Is it legal to park a car on a cycle path?

No, it is an offence under section 21 of the Highways Act 1988. You can
receive a ticket and fine for doing so. (This offence applies to public
highways, it is a different set of rules for the Thames path).

Can | still drop off or unload on the new yellow lines along

Terrace Road?

Yes, even on the double yellow lines you can still drop off, pick up, load or
unload. However, you cannot do that on the zig-zag marking at the new
zebra crossing outside Grovelands School.

If I am riding along the cycle path, do | have priority at side roads?
Anywhere there are the white ‘Give Way’ markings across the cycle path,
you need to slow down, check for traffic approaching or about to turn
across you and then only proceed if it is clear. If it isn’t clear, then stop and
wait for the traffic to pass. In many places where cycle paths cross roads
there are ‘speed tables’, designed to keep speeds low on the road and
improving the safety and convenience for people walking and cycling
along the path.

Why do some people still cycle on the road where there is an
adjacent cycle path?

Cycle paths aren’t intended for high speed cycling - they are designed for
sharing with people walking. Of course, all cyclists are still welcome to use
cycle paths but need to use the right skills and that includes cycling at a
lower speed.

In order to maintain a higher speed, some people - such as sports cyclists
and high-speed commuters - will continue to use the road even if it is
next to a cycle path. This is permitted under the Highway Code, which
says, “use of these facilities [cycle routes] is not compulsory and will
depend on your experience and skills, but they can make your journey
safer”. So there is no law that says you must use a cycle path.

How do | overtake a cyclist who'’s using the road?

National Standard cycle training teaches people not to ride in the gultter,
but to ride further out to avoid debris and to be better seen. So whilst
driving you should expect to see people cycling in the traffic stream.
The Highway Code rule 163 says “give motorcyclists, cyclists and horse
riders at least as much room as you would when overtaking a car”.

This section displays the trip rate results based on the selected set of surveys and the selected count type (shown just
above the table). It is split by three main columns, representing arrivals trips, departures trips, and total trips (arrivals
plus departures).
