1. Introduction

1.1.This archaeological Desk Based Assessment (DBA) has been researched and prepared
by S. Barton of MOLA on behalf of The Bridge (Oatlands) LLP.

1.2.The report considers land consisting of two house and garden plots at 16-18
Oatlands Drive, Weybridge KT13 9JL, centred on National Grid Reference (NGR)
509456, 166272 (FIGURE 1).

1.3.The site has a broadly rectangular outline with an area of approximately 0.33
is bordered by residential properties to the east (currently undergoing developn
and to the west. It is bounded to the north by the wooded area of Cowey Sale
space (an Elmbridge Borough (EB) maintained green space area), which contain:
Engine River (both a pond and a stream) which flows partially adjacent
boundary. It is bounded to the south by Oatlands Drive (FIGURE 2). The plots have
deep gardens with land levels falling towards the rear boundary in series of terraces.

5. Site Background

5.1.GEOLOGY

5.1.1. Geolndex (BGS 2022) identifies the superficial geology of the site as Alluvium to
the northwest and Taplow Gravels to the southeast. The site is located at the
interface between the bedrock of Bagshot Member sand extending southeast
and the underlying Claygate Member of the London Clay Formation extending
northwest.

5.1.2. The data provided by Geolndex is low resolution data and should
considered as a rough guide to the geology of the site.

5.2.LANDSCAPE AND TOPOGRAPHY

5.2.1. The site is located 250m southwest of the River Thames at Walton Bric
Walton-on-Thames.

5.2.2. The wider landscape to the north is very low lying and is characterised
particularly by flood plain features such as tributaries, streams and lakes,
alongside manmade features such as navigation channels and marinas ( PLATE

The site is located on the northern slope of a bank elevated eight metres a

The line of the Thames has altered over time, which has resulted in much of
the low lying meadow immediately to the north of the site ‘Cowey Sale’ being
in Spelthorne, Middlesex. The previous line of the Thames partly followed that
of a stream ‘The Engine River’ which flows along part of the north boundary
of the site and was once connected to Broadwater Pond to the south west of
the study area (PLATE 2).

The main course of the river may have skirted the northern boundary
site as recently as the early Post Medieval period (HOLMES 2009).

The site contains two interwar period residential properties fronting Oatl
Drive, a residential road that continues 1km northeast to Walton-on-Thames
and 2km southwest to Weybridge. To the northeast the site is bounded by a
pond and stream, sometimes collectively referred to as ‘the Engine River’.

The site is substantially sloped, the houses having been constructed upol

top of a natural slope down to the lower ground of Cowey Sale and the Engine
River at the northwestern edge of site. The topographic survey of the site
(Appendix 2) shows that both houses are situated on level ground of 16mOD
at the southeastern area of the site. The gardens of each property then descend
from the rear of each house towards Cowey Sale and Engine River, which has a
water level of 8mOD. The natural slope down to the north is attenuated at the
central area of the site, before becoming more pronounced at the northwestern
end. The 14mOD contour line contains a block-like indentation aligned with
the plot boundaries across the centre of the site, suggesting levelling activities
(FIGURE 3).

A small scale excavation was undertaken on the site within the gr

No.18 Oatlands Drive in 1988-89, which located flints thought to be Neolithic
(BIRD ET AL. 1990). The Neolithic description of the AHAP (EL046) ‘Possible
Saxon cemetery, and Neolithic finds, Oatlands Chase, Walton on T is
derived from this findspot.

An archaeological evaluation consisting of 13 trenches was un
immediately to the north of the site at 8-14 Oatlands Drive in 2022 by L —P:
Archaeology (WING 2022). No significant archaeological deposi
recorded. Modern dumped deposits over 1m thick were identified in two
trenches. These were likely to have been related to the construction of the
houses and gardens but did not exhibit any consistent pattern such as that of
ground reduction to the west or the build-up of land to the east.

The trenches predominantly contained a sandy gravel natural deposit, with clay
appearing in only one trench, situated less than five metres from the northwest
corner of the site.

This indicates a similar geological model could apply to the site, characterised
by a widespread gravel superficial geology and exhibiting a diffuse interface
between the underlying Bagshot sand with London Clay.

6.1.Information from the Surrey Historic Environment Record (SHER) is referenced with
the monument or site ID code in brackets e.g. (H ER12345). The following analysis is
from a 1km radius search of the SHER. Archaeological assets are listed in the
Gazetteer (APPENDIX 1).

6.2.The 1km study area contains 109 monuments, 34 Listed Buildings and 49 events.

6.3.The Historic Landscape Characterisation for the site places it within an area noted as
settlement related, characterised by post-1811 and pre-1940 medium estates, with a
previous described type as parkland and designed landscape.

Mesolithic evidence includes a scraper found at Walton, 560m southeast

cemetery, and Neolithic finds, Oatlands Chase, Walton on Thames’).

Neolithic objects have been dredged from the Thames. Three axes were
recovered from the Thames in the vicinity of Walton (M SE2991) and a
greenstone axe was dredged from near the bridge (v SE545). Isolated finds are
not unusual along the entire stretch of the Thames and are believed to have
been deliberately thrown in as votive offerings, although mostly, finds of this
type are considered to have been washed far from the site of original
deposition by the wash action of the river.

Further local evidence includes a leaf shaped arrowhead found 600m
southeast of the site (M SE222) and an axehead is also known from Linde
Grove, Walton on Thames, 700m southeast of the study site (M SE2988).

The location upon river gravels near the interface of alluvial deposits ensures
there is a moderate potential of finding Early Prehistoric remains on the site.
Furthermore the identification of the site area as an AHAP and the known
findspot of possible Neolithic flints on the site itself reveals there is a moderate
potential for Neolithic finds on site. However all Neolithic HER Records
within the study area relate to residual finds, and these would have low
significance. /n-situ remains, though much less likely, would be of at le
medium significance.

BRONZE AGE

The majority of Bronze age remains in the study area appear a:
findspots including votive offerings dredged from the Thames. They in
bronze age sword (M SE556), rapier (M SE2050) found at ‘Coway Stakes’, 400m to
the west of the site, a bronze palstave, which was found on a now vanished
eyot below Halliford, 600m west of the site (M SE557). Bronze Age struck flint
(M SE5814) was recovered 800m northeast of the site.

6.4.10.More substantial evidence comes from an early 20" century findspot of two

Middle Bronze Age cremation urns representing a burial group recorded just
under 1km to the southeast of the site (v SE562). It has been suggested that the
findspot represents the final phase of use of the Bronze Age cemetery (M SE721)



further southwest at Oatlands Park, which is estimated to have revealed
approximately 50 burials since construction began for the railway in 1893
(ROBERTSON 2004).

6.4.11.The Bronze Age was characterised by a prolonged spike of warmer and wetter
weather. During the Bronze Age the site would have likely been wetlands,
subject to seasonal flooding. These areas were well utilised during the period
by populations wild-fowling and harvesting reeds and rushes (BROWN &
COTTON 2000).

6.4.12.As with the Neolithic Period, the situation of the site on a gravel bank clo
the Thames ensures a low to medium potential for Bronze Age remains such as
residual flint work, which would be of low significance, with a much lower
potential for settlement, wetland structures like trackways, or funerary remains.

IRON AGE

6.4.13.Iron Age finds within the study area include a gold coin dredged from the
Thames (M SE226) and a number of Belgic urns, which were recovered from the
Shepperton/Sunbury area just under 1km to the north of the site (v SE2862).

6.4.14.The potential for Iron Age remains on site is low.
PREHISTORIC ACTIVITY

6.4.15.A number of features which may have been Prehistoric (v SE19178) were
revealed during excavations at Walton Bridge and along the river at Walton
Lane, in advance of construction of a replacement bridge at Walton Bridge, site
compound and flood compensation area (ESE2880,2881,2882). An initial
evaluation did not reveal any features of archaeological interest in the area
around the bridge, but a toothed wooden artefact was recovered from the
interface of the natural gravels and overlying deposits in one trench. Within
the site compound area, the evaluation revealed two linear features, one pit
feature, and two possible pits, with the pottery and struck flint recovered from
all but one of the features suggesting a Prehistoric date. The features were
taken to indicate agricultural activity, and the presence of burnt flint was taken
to suggest Prehistoric settlement activity in the vicinity.



6.4.16.Prehistoric activity in the area is also attested by the excavation of worked
600m to the east of the site at Church Street (M SE4369).

6.4.17.The site of a possible ford at Coway Stakes (M SE553), 400m to the west of the
site, may have been utilised as a strategic routeway from Prehistoric times. The
location has often been taken to be the place where Caesar crossed the Thames
on his second invasion in 54BC. Caesar described having led his army to the
Thames to the kingdom of Casivellaunus, where the opposite bank was
defended with sharpened stakes pointing outwards and similar stakes were
placed under water and concealed by the river. Wooden stakes found on the
river bed in the vicinity and described as ‘Coway Stakes’ may have been the
remains of bridges, trackways or fishing weirs, but have not been securely
dated. A piece of wood resembling a timber post and measuring 4 feet long
described as a ‘Cowey Stake’ was reputedly found here before it was deposited
at The British Museum some time before 1930 (ROBERTSON 2004).

6.4.18.River valleys are often rich in finds from the Prehistoric periods which are
recovered from the river gravels or alluvial deposits. In addition the excavation
of possible Prehistoric features and finds at Walton Lane (ESE2881, 2882)
suggested there was Prehistoric settlement nearby and early settlers ma
favoured the elevated position of the site’s location. Althoug
evaluation immediately to the east of the site at 8-14 Oatlands Drive (WING
2022) yielded negative evidence, some undisturbed deposits were revealed,
suggesting /1 situ Prehistoric evidence may exist on the site. Moreovi
evaluation identified waterlogged deposits near the Engine Rive
waterlogged conditions are likely to be found on site and would incree
likelihood of preservation of organic material. Evidence of Prehistoric activity
in the area of the site has already been attested through various finds, including
that of isolated findspots on the site itself, and there is therefore an overall
moderate potential for finds.

A number of Early Medieval period remains are recorded within the study area,
although these relate to findspots during the late 19" to early 20" centuries
whose exact locations are uncertain. Nevertheless there is a cluster of these
records to the south of Walton Bridge near the site. The site is situated within
the AHAP ‘Possible Saxon cemetery, and Neolithic finds, Oatlands Chase,
Walton on Thames’ (EL046).

Three Early Medieval cinerary urns with associated brooches, rings and
wristlets (M SE555) were found, reportedly together with many more which
were subsequently destroyed, during the late 19" century at ‘Walton Green’
(or ‘Walton Bridge Green’). This may refer to the area formerly known as
‘Anzac Mount’ on the north side of Oatlands Drive nearest to Walton Bridge,
or Windmill Common opposite the river.

The remains of barrows thought to be Early Medieval had been noted near this
location at ‘Windmill Hill’ during the 18™ century (M SE558). Again, this may
have been on the Middlesex side of the bridge in an area known as Win
Common at Walton Bridge Green, Shepperton, or it could have been Anzac
Mount, located in what is now Oatlands Drive.

The site is situated within the AHAP ‘Possible Saxon cemetery, and N

finds, Oatlands Chase, Walton on Thames’ (EL046). This relates directly to the
findspot of a decorated bowl dating to the 5" - 6" century ( SE561) in 1927
which was reportedly found on high ground overlooking Coway and Walton
Bridge west of the bridge approach, against the backdrop of these earlier
discoveries.

A sword, scramasax and spur (M SE2046) were found at Coway Stakes sometime
prior to 1930.

Elsewhere in the study area, an Early Medieval dugout canoe (M SE576) was
found 1km to the north of the site on the Shepperton bank of the River
Thames, during dredging of the mouth of a stream flowing into the Thames.

The potential for Early Medieval archaeological remains is difficult to assess.
Although the HER suggests there are locally and possibly regionally significant
assets within the study area, the location and provenance of these discoveries is
unclear. However there was almost certainly an Early Medieval cemetery in the
vicinity of Walton Bridge, and the AHAP is a very good contender, considering
it is at a slightly elevated height above the floodplain directly to the north at
Cowey Sale. It is conceivable that the area around the site would have been
selected for monumental construction such as a barrow cemetery, which
would certainly have made a striking appearance rising up from the water’s
edge to viewers across the Thames. The evaluation adjacent to the site at 8-14
Oatlands Drive (WING 2022) did not reveal any such evidence, but did reveal
patches of undisturbed deposits. On this basis the potential for Early Medieval
archaeology to be present on the site is considered at least moderate. If any /-
s/t evidence were revealed, such as that which might confirm the siting of the
Early Medieval cemetery already known in the area, this could be of medium
significance.

6.7.MEDIEVAL (FIGURE 5)

The hamlet of Weybridge had been established by the Medieval period as
Domesday Survey of 1086 attests. During this time the popt

whole of the EImbridge hundred was no more than 133 households with three
churches in Stoke D’Abernon, West Molesey and Walton on Thames, but none
within Weybridge (WHITE 1999: 7).

The historic core of Walton-on-Thames appears to have formed about 700m to
the north east of the site. This was focused around the Church of St Mary,
which is thought to be Late Norman in origin (M SE217, (PEVSNER & NAIRN 1971:



495) and there is the possible site of a manor house nearby at the junctiol
Manor Road and Church Street (v SE22931). Excavations at Church Street (REP93,
ESE8956) uncovered a succession of deposits (M SE3273) running from the
Medieval Period to the 19™ century suggesting early ribbon development along
Church Street. Dumped deposits were identified, as well as pottery and a large
amount of iron slag. There was a landing place at the nearest point on the river
at Walton Hawe (M SE22928), which functioned as the main riverside site for the
loading and unloading of river boats for the settlement of Walton. It is believed
to have been in use for several centuries prior to its use as a docking place for
the construction of Ashley House in the 17™ century.

6.7.3. Nearer the site a number of features which may have been Medieval (M SE19179)
were revealed during the excavations at Walton Bridge and along the river at
Walton Lane, in advance of construction of a replacement bridge at Walton
Bridge, site compound and flood compensation area (ESE2880,2881,2882). These
included pits and linear features which probably represented agricultural
activity.

6.7.4. A Medieval manor is thought to have been located approximately 1.5km south-
east of the study site on the site of the present Oatlands Park Hotel (ELLIS 2002).
This is thought to have been the mansion of the Lord Mayor of London, Sir
Bartholomew Reed, and was later used as a hunting lodge to the Tudor Royal
Palace at Oatlands.

6.7.5. The site is likely to have remained in the agricultural landscape sui
the Medieval settlement of Walton-on-Thames throughout the period. The site
has a low potential for Medieval remains of low significance.

6.8.POST MEDIEVAL AND MODERN

6.8.1. Post Medieval HER records within the study area include the built heritage
gardens belonging to the Victorian estates of Ashley Park to the south
site, Mount Felix to the east of the site, and Oatlands Park.

The site formed part of the very northeastern extent of the Oatlan

Estate. The palace was built in 1537 upon the former Medieval moated |
house at Oatlands and totalled 538 acres (WHITE 1999: 13). It was subsequently
used by the Monarchy until its sale 1846. Oatlands Drive was used as the main
approach to the Palace during the 19" century, and after the sale of the lands,
Oatlands Drive was created as a public road. Lodge houses were located at what
is now the junction of Oatlands Drive and Bridge Street until 1970s.

Coway Bridge (M SE22929) provided a crossing over Engine River in 1621 and
was located at the southern approach to Walton Bridge. Walton Bridge was
built in 1750 and was originally of wooden construction, subsequently
replaced by a stone viaduct in 1864 (M SE21038). The low lying area
immediately to the north of the site, which stretches over 1km south of
Walton Bridge known as ‘Cowey Sale’ (referring to cows, and ‘sallows’,
another name for willows or osiers) was mentioned as early as 1650 (REEVES
2016).

Roque’s 1768 Map of Surrey (FIGURE 6) shows that the location of the site was
on the far northeastern tip of the Oatlands Estate. The Engine River which
bounds the site to the north can clearly be seen on the 1768. The map also
shows a braided system passing through the marshy area of Cowey Sale and
the Engine river to the northwest of the approximate site area. Greenwood’s
1823 Map of Surrey (FIGURE 7) confirms that little had changed in half a
century. The site was still located on featureless land at the tip of the Oatlands
Estate.

The Ordnance Survey Map of 1881 - 1882 (FIGURE 8) gives much greater
detail than previous maps. Oatlands Drive is shown leading towards the
gatehouses at the edge of the Estate on Cowey Hill, the road which will later
become Bridge Street. The pond at the north of the site, which is labelled as
‘Cowey Sale’ is shown connected to the braided system of streams flowing

alongside the Thames. Beyond the pond there is marshland leading to banl

the Thames. The site includes a wooded area outlined in a light dotted line to
indicate it as separate from the more open estate lands, possibly correlating
with the more densely wooded areas of land adjacent to the pond on the
current site.

The Ordnance Survey map of 1896 - 1897 (FIGURE 9) shows no change to the
site itself, and little change to the surround area save for the const
two buildings opposite the site on the far side of Oatlands Drive.

No further changes to the site or surrounds are apparent by 1914 ( FIGURE 10).
However the area around the site was known as ‘Anzac Mount’ for a short
while during the First World War. The Mount Felix Estate (opposite Bridge
Street) was used as a military hospital for New Zealand troops and in 1916 a

hospital extension of four huts, each housing 50 patients, and a cookhouse was
built on the far side of Walton Bridge approach.

The huts were temporary structures built using timber and asbestos panels and
were probably located on the elevated area of the site rather than on the
floodplain below. The hut compound became known as ‘Anzac Mount’ and
was linked to Mount Felix by a footbridge (PLATE 3) across the roadway (ELLIS
2002: 46). Anzac Mount was commemorated as a panel of the Mt. Felix Tapestr



in a community stitch project undertaken at The Riverhouse Barn Arts Centre .
Walton-on-Thames in 2014 (PLATE 4). It seems highly plausible that the hutted
area would have encroached on the site area.

6.8.9. Mount Felix Estate itself was built in 1835. The estate is depicted on the 1872
Ordnance Survey map FIGURE 11 approximately 200m north of the site.

6.8.10.Aerial photography shows the residential development of the site oc
sometime between 1920 and 1925 (REEVES 2016). An aeriel photograph from
1920 (https://lwww.britainfromabove.org.uk/en/image/epw001720) shows
the area of the site, though partially obscured by trees, as open ground. There
is a faint shadow of rectangular marks, which could possibly be traces of the
Anzac Mount compound. By 1935 (FIGURE 11) the rest of Oatlands Drive
became fully developed as part of the rapid expansion of housing that is typical

of the interwar period.

6.8.11.Garden detail is not present on either the 1964 or 1992 Ordnance Survey m
(FIGURE 12,FIGURE 13). However, they do show that there is no substantial
change to either the outline of the houses, or the surrounds of the site during

the later half of the 20™ century.

6.8.12.Throughout the Post Medieval period and until the construction of Oatlands



Drive during the interwar period, the site was located within the Oatlands
Estate, upon an open, sloping bank which descended steeply from the drive
and down towards a natural pond that had formed as an offshoot of the Engine
River. The urban development of Walton-on-Thames and its surrounds during
this period had no direct impact upon the site. There is moderate potential for
Post Medieval remains such as residual finds of broken pottery, clay pipe, or
metal work or perhaps minor drainage channels servicing the drive, all of
which would be of negligible significance.

6.8.13.The current properties occupying the site were originally constructed during
the interwar period and garages were added in the 1960s. No.18 was extended
in 1972 and remodelled in 2015, and the gardens would have gone through
numerous redevelopments. There is a low potential for remains relating to the
temporary structures that served Mount Felix during the First World War. Any
remains of these, if found, might be of particular interest to those whose
ancestors served in the First World War, and could therefore have a low level
of significance. Any other remains relating to the period however would have

negligible significance.
6.9.BUILT HERITAGE (FIGURE 7)

6.9.1. The study area contains numerous Listed Buildings and three Con
Areas. Whilst almost all of these refer to the Post Medieval a
development of Walton-on-Thames and the area surrounding the site, they
have no impact upon the archaeological potential of the site.



7. Previous Impacts and Proposed Development

A site visit was undertaken by S. Barton of MOLA on 12™ November 2022.
Access was given throughout the external areas. The walkover survey
confirmed that the site extends across two adjacent residential plots of land
extending longitudinally from north to south, each containing a detached two
storey main residential building with driveway fronting Oatlands Drive to the
south, with a patio and grassed garden area leading down to the Engine River

and wooded area of Cowey Sale, to the north.

The plot to the east is occupied by 16 Oatlands Drive.

The property has a dual entrance paved drive at the front with a small centrally

placed lawn screened by hedges from the main road (PLATE5).

To the rear of the property the natural slope down to the river has been
landscaped to create a garden terrace, whilst retaining a walkable gradient
down to the river. Evidence of this is most obvious where there is an
approximate 2.5m drop from the patio area on an elevated brick platform
(PLATE 6) at the rear of the building, with steps leading down onto the

relatively level central area of the lawn (PLATE 7), which then follows the



gentle slope down to the Engine River at the north boundary of the site ( PLATE
8, PLATE9).

7.1.5. The plot to the west is occupied by 18 Oatlands Drive.

7.1.6. The property has a broad dual gated pebbled driveway at the front with a small

planted area at the front, screened from the main road by a brick wall (PLATE 10).

7.1.7. There is a concrete slab patio to the rear of the residential building (PLATE 11)

with decking. Steps lead down the first of two terraced slopes.

7.1.8. To the rear of the property the natural slope down to the north has been
landscaped to create a garden terrace with a broad sloping lawn down to a
shrubbery. At the upper terrace there is an approximate 2.5m drop from the
elevated patio/decking areas at the rear of the building with a series of
concrete steps leading down onto the central area of the lawn ( PLATE 12).

7.1.9. By the lower terrace at the northern end of the garden there is a similar drop in
height to a timber-lined rockery (PLATE 13), circumvented either side with
gently sloping paths lined with wooden steps (PLATE 14).

7.1.10.There is dense vegetation at the northwest corner of the site.

7.1.11.The plots are separated by a close board fence and surrounded by a hedge-
lined post wire fence up to the stream and pond and bounded to the north by
the post wire fence at the northern boundary with the wooded area of Cowey
Sile.

7.1.12.There is no visible evidence of any buried services across the site.

The previous impact on any surviving archaeology would have been varied
within the majority of the open area of the site, and is likely to have been
limited to the landscaping of the gardens, constructions of outbuildings and
formation of the hardstanding areas.

The recent evaluation at 8-14 Oatlands Drive (WING 2022) did not identify any
systematic site-wide landscaping scheme related to the construction of the
residential estate, although the digital terrain model (FIGURE 3) suggests some
ground reduction would have occurred in the central area of the site.

There would have been a moderate impact upon any surviving remains within
the footprint of the existing buildings.

7.3.PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT AND POTENTIAL IMPACT

The proposed redevelopment (Appendix 3) is for a scheme of two four storey
apartment blocks, with a hardstanding area for car parking and access and
associated landscaping, on a broadly similar layout to that presented
immediately adjacently at consented development at 8-14 Oatlands Drive
(Planning Reference: 2020/3233).

The apartment block to the north will be built lower down on the slope
equivalent basement level in relation to the central lower ground car park &
and driveway. It will contain 18 residential units with cycle store and se

area spread over four storeys. The apartment block to the south will be bt

the higher street level over a covered car park, cycle store and services area, and
will contain 14 residential units spread over three storeys. The footprint of the
proposed apartment block to the south broadly concurs with that of the
existing main residential buildings.

Any surviving archaeological deposits would be removed to the exts
proposed buildings. Additional groundworks would have a moderate tc
impact on any surviving archaeology depending on the leve

removal involved.



8. Summary and Conclusions
8.1.A site at 16-18 Oatlands Drive, Weybridge is proposed for redevelopment.

8.2.The site falls within an AHAP and is known to have yielded a findspot of flint:
are thought to be Neolithic.

8.3.The site lies upon geology and within environmental conditions that are f.
to the preservation of Prehistoric remains. It is located topographically in an area
which may have made it attractive for Prehistoric settlement or even monumental
construction. There is a moderate potential for Prehistoric remains to exist on site of
low significance and a lower potential for such remains of medium significance.

8.4.There is a low potential for Roman remains to be on site.

8.5.There is at least a moderate potential for Early Medieval remains pertaining to the
AHAP to be on site, which could be of medium significance.

8.6.The site has a low potential for Medieval remains of low significance.

8.7.There is a moderate potential for Post Medieval remains of negligible significance
and a low potential for Modern remains of low significance.

8.8.Previous impacts on open areas around the site area seem to have incluc
ground reduction and dumped deposition around the central part of the slope.

8.9.Given the site area is on a substantial slope, the proposed redevelopment is expected to
have severe impact wherever groundworks involve levelling, such as upon hardsta
or landscaped areas, as well as within the footprint of the proposed buildings.

8.10.It is the conclusion of this DBA that this redevelopment is likely to have an ad

impact on surviving archaeology and the local authority will require some

further investigation to assess the presence, extent and potential importance of such
remains. If there is surviving archaeology present at the site, the proposed
redevelopment is likely to have an impact on it. Some further investigation shall
therefore be necessary to assess the presence, extent and potential importance of
such remains. This is considered most appropriate in the form of trial trenches,
which could be required via a condition attached to any planning permission.
