We as a family, who have lived in the area since the 1930s, were annoyed and upset to hear that the nature reserve strip of land originally part of the The Woodlands garden in Manor Road North was applying for planning permission. Not by the present owners of the The Woodlands, but the previous owner's children, many years after leaving their childhood home. Their mother actress Heather Sears was adamant that the bottom strip should always be left for nature and planted it up accordingly as she told to my late mother. I even query the fact that the land was there's to sell to a developer?
The mature trees are home to a variety of birds, bats and small mammals. As this area is landlocked and soaks up the excess water, which runs off the elevated A309 bypass, down through gardens in Hinchley Way and Chesterfield Drive into this natural strip. With this area concreted over there will be nowhere for the water to drain. Houses and Schools at the top of Claygate Lane risk being flooded with the global warming and extra rain we seem to have in the area recently as the ground is becoming saturated.

All the local roads: Claygate Lane, Hinchley Way, Chesterfield and Cumberland Drives are all narrow with 20mph speed limits which are extremely busy and congested already with two schools and an active Church and Church Hall buildings which are all in constant use including Blood Transfusion Lorries, Mother and Baby, Weightwatchers and other Clubs all use the facilities along with the Church being the Polling Station. Weddings, Funerals and Services. Extra building materials, workmen and utilities added will cause tremendous problems and grid lock the area.
